BATH TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES

May 4, 2011


This regular meeting of the Bath Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Mr. Ross. Other township personnel present were Misters Martin, Pitstick, Jenkins, Lester, and Miller, and Mrs. Brown. Mr. Martin made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 6th meeting as submitted; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. Roll call: three yeas, no nays, motion carried. Mr. Pitstick made a motion to approve the bills totaling $64,960.24; seconded by Mr. Martin. Mr. Martin noted that payments for a salt spreader and a new hydraulic system were included in the total.  Roll call: three yeas, no nays, motion carried. (Note: See next meeting for approval of bills totaling $22,677.59 paid April 20.)
OLD BUSINESS: Mr. Ross noted that he would be attending the BWC 2-hour training seminar on May 12.
Bob Harris, cemetery department, has obtained his Class A CDL.

The Board signed Resolution 16-2011 providing for the zoning fee schedule effective May 1, as approved at the April 4th meeting.
It was noted that we received $30 for the old cemetery salt spreader that was sold at auction.

Concerning volunteer workers: Information from Liz at Hylant Insurance was that our policy covers volunteers as far as 3rd party liability but we should have a volunteer sign a Hold-Harmless Statement to protect the township from any personal injury that the volunteer might incur. She went on to say that some entities do have special policies with Workers’ Compensation to cover volunteers. Hylant is issuing a Sample “Procedures and Policies Manual” later this year and will offer two hours of free legal advice on employment related issues. Mrs. Brown will check with Mr. Hennecke for his opinion on the Employee Manual that we submitted on April 14. 
NEW BUSINESS: Mr. Martin made a motion to approve Amended Resolution 12-2011 providing for charges for cemetery sales and services; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. A weekend and holiday fee was added for babyland services. Roll call: three yeas, no nays, motion carried.
Concerning the verbal record request from Mr. John Whittemore for a copy of an agreement between the Township and the City of Fairborn about the Ravenwood sewer line: Mrs. Brown, Fiscal Officer, reported that the only document she could locate was the easement that Bath Township granted to Fairborn. Research of the Board of Trustees minutes revealed a reference to Resolution 16-72 (September 20, 1972) about permitting construction of the sewer line but there were no details. A subsequent search of the files did not produce any copies of resolutions before the 1980s. Mr. Martin had spoken to Mr. Whittemore. He wants to tap into the sewer line, and believes the surcharge for tap in and usage is not what was initially agreed upon. 
Mr. Martin made a motion to approve a Supplemental Appropriation in the Gasoline Fund of $10,000 to Highway Materials-Asphalt from Contracted Services; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. Roll call: three yeas, no nays, motion carried.

Mr. Martin made a motion that the Fiscal Officer proceed with establishing savings accounts with Fifth Third Bank and US Bank; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. Roll call: three yeas, no nays, motion carried. 
The Board reviewed the April Management Reports. 

Correspondence:

· John Heins: letter stating that he had reconsidered his decision to resign his position as alternate on the Zoning Commission at this time
· Richard Tilson, 639 Deerhorn Trail: email about maintenance of the section of Mud Run Road at the Hunter Road and Wilkerson end. This is the section maintained by Mad River Township. Mr. Ross will contact him and explain our efforts to work out an arrangement with Mad River Township. He will copy his response to Mrs. Estep, Mad River Township Trustee.
· Federal Communication Commission: letter about compliance with the January 1, 2013 Narrowbanding deadline.  Mr. Pitstick and Mr. Jenkins, Road Superintendent, discussed whether our current radios could be brought into compliance. 
Concerning the Zoning Commission vacancy: Mr. Pitstick has a possible candidate. Mr. Ross would like to wait until the next meeting for further discussion. 

Mr. Jenkins reported on a problem in Country Club Village where residents are bringing brush to the roadside and requesting pickup. It was explained that the township is only responsible for removing debris that has fallen into the road right-of-way. Mr. Martin suggested that a letter be written explaining the township’s policy.
Mr. Miller, Zoning Inspector, had a concern about a trailer being parked along Byron Road south of 235. The Board agreed with him that it doesn’t seem to be causing a problem, but that he might check with the prosecutor. There was a brief discussion about the beer bottles along Trebein and Byron Roads. Mr. Miller also reported that he will be assisting the Xenia Township Zoning Inspector with her investigation of any zoning violations at the Cruisefest at Kil-Care this weekend. 
Mr. Ross reviewed the agenda for the special meeting to be held following adjournment of the regular meeting.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
