BATH TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES

December 30, 2011

This regular meeting of the Bath Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Mr. Ross. Other township personnel present were misters Martin, Pitstick, Jenkins, and Back, and Mrs. Brown. Mr. Martin made a motion to approve the minutes of the December 21st     meeting as submitted; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. Roll call: three ayes, no nays, motion carried. Mr. Pitstick made a motion to pay bills totaling $32,473.64; seconded by Mr. Martin. Roll call: three ayes, no nays, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS: Concerning the fire contract: The Board signed copies of the contract with the City of Fairborn for fire and EMS services for 2012. (See minutes of Dec. 8th meeting.)

Mr. Martin reviewed proposed changes to the draft of the Personnel/Confidential Medical Records Policy. Mr. Martin asked that Mrs. Phillips make the indicated changes to the draft and have a final copy ready for the next meeting for the Board’s approval.

Concerning the vacancy on the Zoning Commission: Mr. Ross noted that someone had been approached to fill the position.
NEW BUSINESS: Mr. Martin made a motion to approve Supplemental Appropriations in the General Fund of $60 to Park-Other Utilities from Park-Repairs & Maintenance; $60 to Townhall-Other Salaries from Townhall-Repairs & Maintenance; $10 to Townhall-OPERS from Townhall-Repairs & Maintenance; in the Cemetery Fund, $2950 to Other Salaries, $1835 from Unemployment Compensation + $1115 from Medical/Hospitalization; $50 to Medicare from Other-Insurance Benefits; $700 to OPERS from Other Professional & Technical Services; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. Roll call: three ayes, no nays, motion carried.
The Board and Mr. Jenkins, Road Superintendent, discussed preparing a letter to residents who park vehicles along roadways where their presence inhibits safe and effective snow/ice removal. Mr. Martin will check with the Prosecutor about what measures the township can legally take to alleviate this problem.  
Mr. Ken Back, who has held a temporary position at the Cemetery since May, thanked the Board for allowing him to work. 

Mr. Jenkins and the Board discussed the situation on Pine Hill Road which is a dead-end with insufficient room to turn a snowplow around without using a resident’s driveway. The resident has installed a chain across the driveway. Backing up the 800’ length of Pine Hill would be hazardous. Mr. Jenkins noted that upon occasion the road department has repaired the damage to the driveway caused by township trucks. The Board agreed that Mr. Jenkins should talk with the resident. 
Mr. Ross greeted residents, Ron and Sherry Shields, and briefed them on township business since they last attended.
Mr. Pitstick met with Warren McCarren and Jeremiah McDowell from the Greene County Soil and Water District at Byron Cemetery to discuss drainage problems. Mr. Pitstick reviewed their suggestions with the Board which included lowering the water level in the pond. Mr. Lester, Cemetery Operations Supervisor, will be able to do this. There are also a couple areas where water pools behind old fence rows. These rows often become higher than the surrounding area due to tillage. The Reserve at Cornerstone Homeowners Association and the gas pipeline operator need to be contacted about our moving some dirt in order to have drainage to the creek.  There is also a ditch on Cemex property that needs to be cleaned out. Drainage around the dirt barn needs to be addressed. Mr. Pitstick noted that at some point a dozer needs to be brought in to level and smooth out the dirt piles. The Board agreed to execute these remedies before contacting a civil engineer. 
The Board agreed that a Capital Projects Fund for a tanker wasn’t needed at this time. Mr. Pitstick asked Mr. Jenkins to check with the City about narrow band radios to replace our old ones.

	Mr. Martin made a motion to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Mr. Pitstick. Roll call: three ayes, no nays, motion carried.
